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Conclusions:
The Constitutional Court of Ukraine in its Resolution recognized as unconstitutional the provisions of the Regulations of the Supreme Council of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea as of June 30, 1998, concerning procedures of conduct of plenary sessions of the Supreme Council of the Autonomy and approval of resolutions by them; the Resolution of the Supreme Council of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea "On Measures of Improvement of Work with Personnel in the Autonomous Republic of Crimea" as of January 20, 1999, (as amended) concerning appointments to, consent for appointments to and discharges from offices, where different procedures of appointment (discharge) have been envisioned in accordance by the Constitution and laws of Ukraine.

Besides, the Constitutional Court of Ukraine recognized as unconstitutional those provisions of the Resolution, which contain directives in accordance with the Regulation of Procedures of management of the property in possession of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea or transferred under its management as of April 21, 1999, which provides delegation of authorities in performance of executive functions in management of the property in possession of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea, to the Supreme Council of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and its Presidium; regulation on the Accounting Chamber of the Supreme Council of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea as of March 17, 1999 concerning delegation to the Accounting Chamber of the Supreme Council of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea of authorities, which are beyond the objectives of its establishment.

Summary:

Holder of the right for constitutional submission – the President of Ukraine – petitioned the Constitutional Court of Ukraine for recognition as unconstitutional of certain normative legal acts passed by the Supreme Council of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea.

In accordance with the Constitution of Ukraine, the people of Ukraine is the bearer of sovereignty and the single source of power in Ukraine (Article 5.2).

Sovereignty of Ukraine applies to its entire territory (Article 2.1 of the Constitution of Ukraine) the Autonomous Republic of Crimea being its integral part (Article 134 of the Constitution of Ukraine).

The Constitution of Ukraine established that powers, procedures of formation and activity of the Supreme Council of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the Council of Ministers of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea is governed by the Constitution of Ukraine and Ukrainian law, normative legal acts of the Supreme Council of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea concerning the issues within its competence (Article 136.4). At the same time, the normative legal acts of the Supreme Council of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and decisions of the Council of Ministers of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea may not conflict with the Constitution of Ukraine and Ukrainian law (Article 135.2 of the Constitution of Ukraine).

In particular, this is exclusively law of Ukraine that determines legal fundamentals and guarantees of business activities; rules of competition and standards of anti-monopoly regulation (Article 92.1.8 of the Constitution of Ukraine), legal regime of ownership (Article 92.1.7 of the Constitution of Ukraine) etc. In accordance with the constitutional fundamentals, a single system of local self-administration is formed in the entire territory of Ukraine (Article 92.1.15) recognized and guaranteed in Ukraine (Article 7) and regulation of these issues have not been delegated to the Autonomy.

Organization and activities of the Supreme Council and the Council of Ministers of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea are based on sharing powers (Articles 1.3, 1.4 of the Constitution of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the Law of Ukraine "On the Supreme Council of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea").

Provision of normative legal acts of the Supreme Council of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea called in question by the President of Ukraine are inconsistent with the aforementioned provision of the Constitution of Ukraine.
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
